Our practice has chosen to BULK BILL patients.  Allowing our patient’s 
to receive treatment without the added pressure of having any out-of-
pocket cost!

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Medicare has now introduced the Teen Dental Plan Preventative Check. 
 
Eligible teens aged between 12 and 17 years will receive a Medicare 
Dental Voucher each year valued at $157.00. At Market Square Dental 
Group, you are entitled to; 

• A comprehensive oral examination  
• 2 x-rays 
• Scale and Clean 
• Fluoride Treatment 
• Oral Hygiene Instructions 
• Oral Hygiene Show-bag (Toothbrush, Toothpaste & Floss)
